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1. Practise their current times table that will be presented in the back of their reading record - they must be able to recite their tables in rote order as well as completing them randomly. By the end of year 3 your child should be secure in their 2, 5, 10, 3, 4 and 8 times tables.
1. Practise number bonds to ten and one hundred. If I had 6 pencils, how many more would I need to have 10? If I had 57 chairs, how many more would I need to have 100? What's the easiest way to work this out? 
1. Practise adding and subtracting 3-digit numbers. Your child will be given strategies within class but it is important that they must be able to tell you what each digit represents in a 3-digit number; for example, 653 is made up of 6 hundreds, 5 tens and 3 ones.
1. Check their literacy target and ask them to write sentences to demonstrate their understanding.
1. Listen to them read as often as you can, whether it's their current book, comic book, annual, TV magazine or anything they can practise with. Please check for their understanding by asking them questions. Ensure they understand every word they are reading but also defining new vocabulary.
1. Read a range of stories to them and with them.
1. Use the internet with your children to research more facts about Martin Luther King, Nelson Mandela and Mother Theresa. Child friendly search engines include: www.kiddle.co and www.safesearchkids.com
