My thanks to all those parents and members of the FBS who 

helped to prepare and organise things. 

My thanks to all those who supported the lantern march which took place last Friday.  There was a terrific uptake of this event and 

Iõm grateful to Mrs Hardwick and Miss Pickford for being there to help out. 

It has been a busy fortnight regarding school monitoring procedures: I mentioned in the last newsletter that Keith Ford, our School 

Evaluation Partner, spent a day with us recently and provided very positive and also very useful feedback. Last week we received a 

ôBlinkõ visit from two local head teachers who, after observing staff, talking to children and scrutinising books, passed on much praise 

and again one or two useful suggestions, which we will act upon, such as putting all the childrenõs writing in one book, rather than 

having separate books for different subject areas, so that the childõs whole writing experience and progress can be seen in one book.  

We shall discuss this at our Inset day on 8 January with a view to implementing this change from the start of next term. 

This week the governors completed a work scrutiny exercise, which again provided much positive feedback.  I am so grateful for the 

governors who, without exception, put so much time into supporting the school as well as acting as ôa critical friendõ, as is right and 

proper. 

My thanks also to Mrs Brautigam who conducted a church monitoring exercise by interviewing four children from each class.  She 

was extremely impressed with their thoughtful and indeed articulate responses and was particularly bowled over by their knowledge 

of biblical stories, which is down to the teachers and our three speakers, who take it in turns to speak at our weekly services. 

I was also visited by an attendance officer who was impressed with our attendance figure of 96.9% from the start of this term up to 

the end of November, which is better than the figure for the corresponding time last year and was better than the figures she had 

received from the other schools she visits. My thanks to all parents for their support in this regard. Keep up the good work! 

A reminder that the deadline for my writing competition is the start of next term i.e. Tuesday 9 January, 2018.  I have already 

received some excellent entries and look forward to receiving any more.  A reminder that the two competitions are:
